On Arrival - Riders must report to the Secretariat tent and pay the
entry fee and any sponsorship monies raised. Horses may start at
any time between 10.00am and 1.30pm on the long route. The
short route is open until 2.00pm. Riders may go in groups. LAST
REGISTRATION IS AT 1.15PM.

All riders must report their return to the Finish Ring or Secretary
Tent on completion of the Ride. Riders retiring early must inform
one of the Stewards stationed round the course.

The ride mainly takes place on private farmland. Riders are
requested to respect the generosity of the landowners and must
follow all direction signs and markers.
